	-know the terms 'fiction' and 'non-fiction', noting some of their differing features, eg layout, titles, contents page, use of pictures, labelled diagrams. 

-distinguish between fiction and non-fiction texts and the different purposes for reading them. 

-understand that the reader doesn't need to go from start to finish but selects according to what is needed when reading non-fiction. 

-know that both front and back covers can be used to predict what the book might be about. 

-know that phonological, contextual, grammatical and graphic information can be used to work out, predict and check the meanings of unfamiliar words and make sense of what they read. 

-choose books for personal reading, discuss preferences and give reasons. 

-read familiar books with concentration and attention. 

-understand some key features of story language and use them in oral retelling and in their own writing: noting differences between written and spoken forms. 

-understand basic story elements and make comparisons, e.g. beginnings and endings, characters, incidents, settings in different stories. 

-understand that stories and meanings can be constructed through moving image texts. 

-expect reading to make sense and check for sense if it does not. 

-read aloud using expression appropriate to the grammar of text. 

-use the grammar of a sentence in conjunction with decoding skills to read new or unfamiliar words, e.g. predict text from the grammar, read on, leave a gap and re-read. 

-use features of punctuation in order to read in a phrased and fluent manner. -predict words from preceding words in sentences and investigate the sorts of words that 'fit', suggesting appropriate alternatives, i.e. that make sense. 

-use grammatical awareness to develop and demonstrate comprehension of text, e.g. sequencing words to make a sentence, ordering/re-ordering sentences from reading. 

-recognise full stops and capital letters when reading and understand how they affect the way a text is read. 

-use the term 'sentence' appropriately to identify sentences in text, i.e. those demarcated by capital letters and full stops. 

-use syntax and context to self-correct when reading for accuracy and meaning. 

-hear, read and spell initial, final and medial letter sounds in words. 

-identify separate phonemes within words in speech and writing; recognise sounds are represented by letters; understand one letter to one sound correspondence, with vcc, cvcc, ccvc. 

-identify, segment and blend syllables in words orally, in reading and in writing. -read and spell multi-syllable words with one letter one sound correspondence eg fantastic, bandit. 

-transfer knowledge and understanding of graphemes taught when reading and writing. 

-read automatically high frequency words in a range of contexts. 

-read on sight other familiar words in context. -write correct spelling for common high frequency words.
	-understand how labels and captions enhance and explain drawings and diagrams. 
-know how to pose and write simple questions. 
-understand how to assemble and organise information. 
-use phonological and graphic knowledge and sight vocabulary when spelling during shared, guided and independent work. 
-choose independently what to write about, plan and follow it through. 
-use key features of narrative or some of the elements of known stories to structure own writing. 
-know how to represent outlines of story plots e.g. wall story. 
-investigate and use new words from reading and shared experiences.
-investigate and use words linked to cross curricular topics.
	.-interpret a text by reading aloud with some variety in pace and emphasis. 
-recite poems and rhymes with some variety in pace and emphasis. -listen to and follow instructions accurately. 
-explain their views to others. -consider alternative viewpoints. -use a range of props. 
-act out own and well known stories to deepen understanding of character, motive and story. 
–use a range of non-verbal skills e.g. gesture, facial expressions to convey feelings and moods.

Develop an understanding of the passing of time through practical activities 

Use simple timers (non-standard units) where the time is fixed and the output is measured, and where the task is fixed and the time is measured 

Understand and use both analogue and digital time: o’clock/ half past
	Revise tree, venn and carroll diagrams to sort 2d and 3d shapes 

Recognise and use mathematical names for 2d shapes: square, rectangle, triangle, and circle – using given shapes and also where they occur in the environment 

Talk about things that turn. Recognise and describe turning movements using appropriate terms (eg left, right, turn towards/away from)
	Use given one criterion carroll/tree diagrams to sort for negation, explaining completed diagram (eg stating how many toy vehicles did not have 4 wheels).  Begin to think of their own criteria for sorting 

Contribute towards simple class block graphs (eg by placing own square to indicate their favourite toy), explaining why they placed their picture in a particular place.
