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	-recognise printed and handwritten words in a variety of settings.

-understand the concept of a word – composed of letter grouped together and separated in written text by spaces. -understand that sounds are represented by graphemes (letter/letter combinations).
	-apply knowledge of letter/sound correspondence in helping the teacher to scribe and re-reading what the class has written. 

-write labels or captions for pictures and drawings.

-think about, discuss and rehearse what they intend to write, ahead of writing it. -select appropriate tools for a range of writing purposes.
	- speak clearly and audibly with confidence. 

-recite rhymes and poems. 

-show awareness of the listener, by the use of conventions such as 'good morning', thank you'. 

-show some awareness of the structure of words by recognising syllables and sounds within words. 

-use role-play in a range of contexts, eg. Play, retelling stories, topic work.
