	Literacy
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	-understand and use correctly terms about books – cover, title, author, illustrator etc.
- to locate the title, open the front cover and turn the pages appropriately

- to listen and participate in stories, rhymes and poems

-track the text in the right order, page by page, left to right, top to bottom; making one to one correspondences between  written and spoken words.
-to recognise early high frequency words in context

- to locate and know significant features of the text, eg picture captions, names of key characters, rhymes and chants, speech bubbles, italicised, enlarged words.
- to be able to relate their own experiences to the story

-To be able to retell a simple story in sequence and to predict what may happen next in the text.

- to use the link between the picture and the print to help them with the reading process

-return to favourite books, song, rhymes and film for enjoyment.
-read a simple cvc word in text from left to right
-begin to become more confident segmenting sounds in words – hear and identify initial, medial and final sounds in words. Start to blend sounds orally to make words.
-Start to check for meaning when reading and correct syntax.
- Read a range of captions and labels independently 
	-use a comfortable and efficient pencil grip.
-demonstrate fine motor skills, hand-eye coordination and spatial awareness.
-write lower case letters and significant upper case using the correct formation.
-begin to show greater control over the size of letters

-think about, discuss and rehearse what they intend to write, ahead of writing it.

-write labels of captions for pictures and drawings

- begin to write some words with greater independence by segmenting sounds in words – encourage them to hear and identify initial, medial and final sounds in words.
- begin to build up a small bank of high frequency words to help them with the writing process

 -select appropriate tools for a range of writing purposes.

	-recount own experiences, using some detail to help the listener, eg who, when, where, what.
-recite rhymes and poems.
- read independently work to partner/group/ class

-use role play in a range of contexts, eg play, retelling stories, topic work.
-interact appropriately with others - taking turns when speaking
-use a range of non-verbal skills, eg gesture, facial expressions.
-demonstrate an understanding of the syntax of the English language.
-Make and discuss predictions through guided reading sessions
